What do judges look for in Dressage? 

There are a number of basic qualities that a dressage judge wants to see in a horse during a competition. One of 
the first things a dressage judge looks for is rhythm. The horse's paces must remain totally regular. Each horse 
has its own rhythm for its walk, trot and canter. At a certain tempo, the horse will move in its optimum natural 

rhythm. When this happens the animal is using its body effectively and will carry the rider with the most ease. 
Judges look for impulsion, the horse must carry the rider along with power and ease. It must take springy strong 
steps without rushing and bend its whole body around curves and circles. Calmness, obedience and submission 
are further criteria.  

The rider must be relaxed and supple, moving in comfortable harmony with the horse's motion. Movements 
should appear effortless and the rider must sit erect, with their arms close to the body. They must also be well 

balanced.  
A horse must be able to move forward and sideways without distorting the rhythm of its movements. The most 
difficult exercises in dressage are the piaffe, a stationary trot, and the passage, a slow, elevated trot where the 
horse lifts its legs much higher than usual, appearing to hover over the ground. A dressage horse is often com-
pared to a ballet dancer or gymnast. Riders must not talk to the horse. At higher levels at major events, riding 
whips are forbidden but spurs must be worn. Penalty points are deducted from the total points for errors.  
At Grand Prix level, opportunities for impressive movements are reflected in the majestic passage, the powerful 

piaffe and the rhythm of the half-pass, where the horse travels forward from one side to the other with legs 
crossing in front each other. Flying changes conjure up some interesting images - to the uninitiated it looks like 
skipping. What is actually happening is that the horse is changing its legs mid air and can do this every stride.

I headed off down to rural Victoria on 14 February 2011 with no clue about what I was getting myself into...not only had I left 

the love of my life behind , namely Felix my beloved warm blood, but I had also abandoned my husband on Valentine‟s Day 

after he had only just returned from 3 weeks working overseas. I had also never gone off on a “horsey mission” in the last few 

years without my trusty companions, namely Felix, Amanda (Loy) & Danny (her QH).  So even being the extrovert I am I was 

feeling very anxious! 

I arrived in Melbourne and negotiated my way to pick up my little hire car; am still waiting on the speeding tickets as the little 

corolla beep-beep car had a tad more go than my Discovery. As I headed further out into the country side I got the feeling I was 

really getting into the heart of horsey country when I drove through Yea and the town sign said: “Yea - home of legendary 

equestrian Bill Roycroft”.  Said it all! (This was coupled with a very Australian moment when I saw the turnoff for Bonnie 

Doon) 

I was off to Yarck to find the Mayfield Barehoofcare Centre – the home of Andrew & Nicky Bowe and the Australian College of 

Equine Podiotherapy. I had enrolled in the Diploma of Equine Podiotherapy and was on my way for my first study block, being 

a 6 day “attendance”school. How hard could it be? I knew how to trim a horse‟s foot, knew my way around a pair of nippers and 

a rasp, could name the relevant parts of a horse‟s foot and was just here to learn a bit more..or so I thought. 

For those of you who have not heard of Andrew Bowe, he is a career master farrier who specialises in the barefoot rehabilitation 

of horses that are suffering chronic lameness. For many of you the word “barefoot” conjures up negative images because we 

have all heard, whether first or second hand, of someone who has used a “barefoot” trimmer and the horse ended up soooo 

lame...amazing how quickly “bad” news gets around the horse world. Shame the goods news doesn‟t circulate just as quickly! 

This is not what the Diploma is about – a better turn of phrase that was given to us students is “natural hoof care”. Put simply, 

looking after your horse‟s feet without shoes. I urge you all to jump on line and have a look at his website to read for yourself 

about Andrew‟s journey if you haven‟t heard of him - http://www.barehoofcare.com.   Andrew‟s partner in crime on Day 1 and 

our main mentor for the week was Mike Ware, co-founder of the College together with his wife, Chris, an Equine Myofunc-
tional Therapist – see their website for more info: http://www.equethy.com. The resounding words from Andrew and Mike 

for me on Day 1 are: “Don‟t become a “hoof nazi””...for people with such a depth of knowledge and experience who have reha-

bilitated horses others would have written off, and most likely put down without hesitation, this highlights how humble they are. 

What‟s their mission – to lift the standard of hoof care in Australia to a professional level so all horses can have access to the 

best hoof care available. They want to elevate hoof trimming to be a profession not a trade. 

The people I met during my first block of the Diploma came from all walks of life and range in age from their twenties to fifties. 

We were all there for a myriad of reasons but the common denominator is that we all want to learn more about the horse‟s foot  

and we are all questioning what we have traditionally learnt or been told by our trainers, farriers, vets, physios etc . We all want 

to give our horses the best possible care available. It is encouraging to know that last year‟s intake of students had 3 vets. I am 

asked on Day 1 why I am here? The only way I could sum it up was that my horse had “foot problems”, I wasn‟t satisfied with 

the answers I was getting, and my gut was telling me there was a better way – not very scientific I know! But this is not the first 

time Felix has had the benefit of my gut telling me what was right for him.  I put it a bit more eloquently later in the wee

k when I was talking with some fellow students along the 

following lines...I purchased my horse as a 4 year old with grand ambitions of taking him to the higher echelons of dressage as 

quickly as possible...I knew how to ride and he was from imported German bloodlines so what more did I need. What I didn‟t 

really have any in-depth knowledge about was proper handling and horsemanship, the horse‟s health, nutrition, anatomy etc etc 

etc. I soon learnt that Felix‟s purpose in life was so far removed from what I was trying to make it and he has taken me on an 

amazing journey but that is a novel in itself. I know now that I am not putting corrective shoes on him just so he can be sound to 

ride and compete on for now, only to have to retire him at an early age...that‟s not what it‟s about...amazingly enough I have 

finally realised it‟s not about me!  CONTINUED NEXT PAGE 
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What a wakeup call...it‟s actually about my horse and what is best for him long term. To coin a Parelli phrase: how interesting! 

We were incredibly lucky to get to spend 4 of our first 6 days with Professor Robert Bowker VM of Michigan State 

University, USA, a world leader in the study of the natural function of the equine foot and navicular disease and 

more. (see http://www.coronavistaequinecenter.co ) He kept posing the question what is “normal”? and said many 

times over the course of the 4 days that no-one ever brings him a horse with good feet. So how much of what is 

taught traditionally about the horse‟s foot is based on the study of “abnormal” or diseased feet? How does the horse‟s 

foot work? Why do things “happen” to its various components? How does this then affect the horse?  and most im-

portantly what is the best way to look after their feet? Don‟t our competition horses need shoes? Doesn‟t chronic 

laminitis and navicular mean the end for that horse? Isn‟t corrective shoeing the way to get them sound again? Why 

doesn‟t traditional trimming work? These are the questions I am just starting to scratch the surface with after my first 

6 days at the College. 

On Day 5 in the late afternoon we were bogged down in heavy anatomy discussions when we hear what sounds like 

the anvil...someone jokes that Andrew has finally given up and gone back to shoeing a horse which lightens the 

mood. We relay the joke that evening to Andrew at the Yarck Pub and it brings a smile to his face but the truth was 

he was setting up the saw so more feet could be dissected for us to work on.  As someone who chose law over vet 

science at uni because I am hopeless with needles and blood, I was petrified about doing the dissection work but 

quickly found out that when you are so keen to learn more it is amazing what you can stomach! I ended up being the 

ring leader within my group during a dissection where I cut out every part of the foot to play with so I could fully 

grasp the bones of the lower limb and foot. As tragic as it was that a horse‟s journey had come to an end at the 

knackery and put down for reasons we‟ll never know I felt comfort that it was aiding us to learn so we can help many 

more. 

We were also lucky enough to accompany Nicky Bowe one afternoon on her rounds attending to the “patients” cur-

rently there for rehab – the first was a gorgeous white pony who has had laminitis and the coffin/pedal bone had pro-

truded through the sole. Within a matter of weeks this little pony is back on all 4 feet and on its way to recovery and 

soundness. These guys are proving day in day out what is possible when the correct approach is taken.  

I have come home exhausted but fascinated. My journey in understanding the horse‟s foot and what influences it, 

from genetics to trimming to its environment to nutrition, has just begun but the one thing I do know after my first 6 

days at Mayfield...I have so much to learn! Now I know why Professor Bowker has been studying it for 20 years and 

is still putting all the pieces together... And a common sense quote from Andrew summed it up for me as to why the 

barehoofcare principles make sense in comparison to corrective shoeing: “A problem cannot be solved by using the 

same principles and processes that originally created it”.

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REMINDERñEA releases new Stallion Safe Practice Guidelines

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR STALLION OWNERS and ALL COMPETITORS  

Please ensure you are aware of the appearance of the STALLION DISC and follow the guide-

lines below (per image at Left)  

Fellow Competitors - A horse displaying the Green Stallion Disc means the horse is a STALLION and it is your 

responsibility to ensure appropriate distance as much as it is the responsibility of the Stallion owner/rider/

handler. It is alarming to hear competitors are approaching Stallion riders/handlers to enquire as to what the 

green disc is, which of course defeats the entire purpose of the intended system.  

The information and the guidelines have been relisted on the EQ Website (originally listed on EQ web-

site in November and appeared on the 5 November edition of E-news). If you are involved in eques-

trian events of any kind, in any capacity, it is your responsibility to be aware of the rules and regula-

tions pertaining to the sport. Please review the relisted information provided on the Stallion Discs.  

In the interests of public safety Equestrian Australia (EA), with the assistance of the National Sport Committees, 

has developed the following Stallion Safe Practice Guidelines for the management of stallions at competitions 

and public venues. EA requests that all Australian events running under Equestrian Australia and FEI rules, 

make the use of the horse and float Stallion Identification Discs compulsory effective as of 01 January 2011 
(see point 1 of the guidelines).

DO YOU KNOW YOUR HORSES BRIDLE NUMBER? 
 

All SEG members will be issued with a club bridle number for each horse/rider combination and you 
should include this number when you complete 
the SEG nomination forms  (if you have an EA 
official dressage bridle number you can chose to 
use this number instead).  On the day of 
competition, you should display your horses 
bridle number on both sides of your bridle or 
saddle cloth.  Please do not use the same bridle 
number for different horses—The bridle 

numbers will be included on the draw and help assist with smooth running of the day for pencillers, 
gear check, judges and scorers.  A full list of allocated numbers is available on the SEG website.

All horses can jump. They do it in the wild if the need to escape from danger. To teach a novice horse to jump can be done very simply. First 

make sure your green horse can walk, trot and canter in a controlled manner. You should be able to canter a circle and keep the impulsion going. 

Day one. 

Introduce poles to your horse. Start with one pole and let the horse walk over it on a longish rein. Do not look at the pole, keep your eyes up, look-

ing into the distance. Repeat this several times, then get someone to add more poles. 

Next trot over the same poles until the horse is relaxed and not looking at them. That will do for the first day. 

Day two. 

Trotting poles. Set out five poles approx 3'6" - 4' apart. Start off in walk, make sure you approach from both directions, then progress to trot. Re-

member to keep your training sessions short, fifteen minutes is plenty for a young horse.  

Day three. 

Do something different, maybe go for a hack, just to have fun and take the pressure off. 

Day four. 

Do five minutes trotting poles just to remind the horse, then set out a low cross fence. Approach in a confident trot. Make sure you keep a straight 

line and be prepared to give with the reins just in case the horse does a big jump. You don't want to catch your horse in the mouth now, that will 

put him off jumping. 

Jump the jump from both sides then approach in canter.  

Day five. 

Set up three unrelated jumps around the school. Keep them low and jump them from both sides. Remember to praise your horse and keep it fun. 

Day six. 

Set up the same jumps as yesterday but have them as low straight bars. Again jump from both sides and from trot or canter. 

Day seven. 

Rest day. Turn the horse out and let him have fun with other horses.  

Week two. 

Now your horse is jumping low fences it is just a matter of building his confidence. Introduce different colour jumps and different types of jumps, 

i.e. a straight, a parallel, a small spread. Keep all jumps low for now. The object is to get your horse to feel confident not to see how high he can 

jump. 

By the end of week two, you should be able to build your first double. Measure two strides in between for the first one, to give your horse time to 

sort his legs out. Remember to keep all training short and fun, if you do that the horse will grow to love jumping as much as you do. Never over 

face your horse, it is far harder to regain their confidence once it has been lost. Take your time, be patient and your horse will reward you with 

years of jumping and competing. By Jo.H

IMPORTANT INFORMATION 

REGARDING PERSONAL ACCIDENT & 

3RD PARTY INSURANCE 
 

There appears to still be some misunderstanding as to the 
protection SEG members are afforded under the club’s 
current insurance, along with the protection afforded to 
those individuals that compete on the EFA Day 
Membership. 
 
PLEASE NOTE that unless a rider holds Individual  
Membership directly with Equestrian Queensland (EFA) 
they have no personal accident protection or third party 
protection. 
 
SEG’s EFA Affiliation Insurance package and the EFA Day 
membership only provides for Public Liability insurance 
coverage as related to accidents that may have resulted 
from a negligent act. This insurance does not in any way 
provide for individual rider personal accident coverage. 
 
No rider, that is only a SEG member or who competes on a 
EFA Day Membership, has any protection in terms of 
personal accident insurance. For this type of personal 
protection, a SEG member has to also hold current year 
individual membership with Equestrian Queensland (EQ). 
 
Personal accident and third party coverage is provided to 
an individual only upon that individual taking out 
membership with Equestrian Queensland/EA. 
 
Equestrian Queensland introduced the “Recreational 
Membership” to deal with this very situation and they 
encourage all club riders to take up at least this level of 
membership (or higher) with EFA for your own personal 
protection.
